FATS, PROTEINS AND MINERALS

Fats and oils are chemically very similar to each other, but at normal temperatures fats exit in a sol-
id state and oils are liquids. Fats are made up of the same chemical elements as 25 carbohydrates
but in different combinations. They contain more than twice the energy of carbohydrates. Excessive
fat in the diet may lead to digestive troubles.

Proteins are required by animals to build up lean meat or muscle, to form internal organs, hair,
wool, skin and to repair damaged body tissues. In addition, the milking animal will require protein
to help produce milk. Like carbohydrates and fats, they contain not only carbon, hydrogen and oxy-
gen, but also about 16 percent nitrogen, some sulphur, phosphorus or iron.

Minerals also form in important part of an animal’s diet since they play a vital role in a very large
number of the body’s normal functions. Those minerals which are required in comparatively large
quantities are known as essential or major minerals (calcium, phosphorus, iron, magnesium, sodi-
um, potassium, sulphur). Other minerals which are only necessary in small quantities are called
trace elements. These include iodine, manganese, boron, cobalt, copper and zinc. It is important to
ensure that young animals whose skeleton is growing obtain a good supply of minerals. The types
and guantities of minerals found in different feeds are extremely variable. Animals feeding on cer-
tain diets may, therefore, need supplementary mineral rations to prevent deficiency diseases.

VITAMINS. WATER

Vitamins are substances which animals require in small quantities for normal health and growth.
There are several vitamins necessary for proper nutrition of animals (A, the B-complex group, C, D,
E, K), but their requirements in the ration vary with the class of animals. Some of the vitamins are
produced in the digestive system of all kinds of farm animals. But lack of certain vitamins and min-
erals can cause the deficiency diseases. This is particularly true of the «protective» vitamins A and
D.

Water is the major compound of the blood and body liquids. The animal body is 56 to 70% water.
It plays an essential role in the chemical reactions of the body and is necessary for carrying away
certain waste products from the body. Water is also important in controlling body temperature.
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The water content of feeding stuffs is very variable. For example, some vegetables are about 88%
water, but hay is about 85% dry matter. High producing dairy cows require large quantities or fresh
water. A Friesian cow will drink 35-45 litres daily, plus 1.25 litres of water for every litre of milk it
produces. The quantity of fresh water required by stock, therefore, depends upon the nature of their
diet, their size and activity.

NEW ZEALAND: BEEF AND DAIRY PRODUCTION

New Zealand plays a leading part in dairy exports. About four fifths of New Zealand’s beef cattle
are located in the North Island, on the east coast (mo6epesxne) hill farms. The South Island has
lagged (lag — orcraBats) in beef production mainly because of less suitable climate: colder and
longer winters and dry summers with periodic droughts (3acyxu) in some major areas. During 1970-
84 beef cattle numbers in the South Island increased from 470,000 to over million heads. Ratios of
beef cattle to sheep vary among different areas. Beef cattle fattening is usually restricted (restrict —
orpanuunBath) to more fertile and improved pasture. In the traditional dairy production, surplus
(u30bITOK) milk calves are slaughtered. The U. S. beef herd is almost 20 times as large and its dairy
herd about 5 times greater than the New Zealand’s. However, U. S. imports of beef total (total —
paBHsTBCs) to almost 10 percent of U. S. production. One-fifth of U. S. beef imports comes from
New Zealand, the largest supplier after Australia. U. S. imports of dairy products total about 3.5
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percent of U. S. production.

ALEXANDER GRAHAM BELL

Alexander Graham Bell was born in Edinburgh in 1847. His father was a world-famous

teacher of speech and the inventor of a system which he called «Visible Speech». It helped deaf
persons to pronounce words they could not hear. Alexander chose the same profession, and became
a teacher of the deaf, he moved to the USA and began to teach deaf children to speak. At the same
time he worked at improving his father’s invention. In 1866 the nineteen-year-old Bell started
thinking about sending tones by telegraph. In some time he arrived at the idea of the «harmonic tel-
egraph», which would send musical tones electrically from one place to another. So he had to give
all his energy and time to one thing only - knowledge of electricity. «We have to do something to
make our telephone work better», Bell used to say. At last they decided to try a new kind of trans-
mitter. The new transmitter was set in Bell’s bedroom. Watson was sitting in the laboratory. He put
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his ear to the receiver and was waiting. Suddenly he heard Bell’s voice. And not the voice only but
the words too, «Mr. Watson, come here. | want you». It was on the 10th of March, 1876. Alexander
Graham Bell invented the telephone. In a few years there were telephones all over the world. In
1915 the first transcontinental telephone line was opened. Graham Bell sat in New York at a desk
with a telephone before him, while his friend Watson was listening more than three hundred thou-
sand miles away in San Francisco. Everyone expected to hear a serious, scientific speech. Suddenly
everybody heard his clear voice as he spoke into his old transmitter, «Mr. Watson, come here. |
want you». He repeated the words which he had said almost forty years before. Watson answered,
«l'would be glad to come, but it would take me a week».

The main aquaculture activity in New Zealand is the farming of bi-
valves, in natural waters below high tide mark. The major species farmed are the green lipped or
Greenshell mussel and the Pacific oyster. The main mussel farming areas in the South Island are
located in the Marlborough Sounds and in the Nelson Golden Bay area. Further south, the main lo-
cations are at Stewart Island. In the North Island, mussel farming is concentrated in the Coromandel
area with smaller areas in the Haurki Gulf and at Houhora Bay in the far north. The farming method
consists of floating longlines from which lines drop carrying mussels are suspended. Farms are lo-
cated in sheltered to semi-sheltered areas where there is sufficient depth of water at low tide to keep
the drop lines off the bottom.

The main Pacific oyster farming areas are located in sheltered sites on the northeast coast of the
North Island, with main centers at Bay of Islands, Whangaroa Harbour, Mahurangi Harbour, and
the Coromandel area. The farming method consists of oysters supported on structures (racks) erect-
ed at the optimum growing level on the lower intertidal shore. Tenures for mussel farming have
been granted over 3 920 hectares. An annual crop of some 67 000 greenweight tonnes is produced.
After processing, this has an FOB value of approximately $ 140 000 000. Tenures for oyster farm-
ing have been granted over 2 200 hectare. This results in an annual crop with an FOB value of ap-
proximately $ 45 000 000. Other species that are farmed are king salmon and the New Zealand aba-
lone (known as paua). Salmon farming occurs only in the South Island either in sea cages or in
freshwater raceways. Annual production of salmon farms has remained static over recent years at
around 5 000 tons greenweight. The FOB value of salmon exported from New Zealand was $ 35
000 000 in 1999. Paua farming occurs throughout the country, but is predominantly in the South
Island and the lower half of the North Island. Most paua are grown in barrrels suspended in the wa-
ter column. There are small of fledging industries for the flat oyster, freshwater crayfish, Malaysian
prawns, spiny lobsters and various aquatic plants (seaweeds). There are a number of ornamental fish
farms throughout New Zealand where goldfish are raised and few species of ornamental or tropical
fish are bred in geo thermal water or artificially heated water.

HARVESTING LIFE FROM WATER
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In the simplest definition, a fishery is a union of fishes and humans. Fisheries involve the taking of
living organisms from water for human use, primarily as food. Other uses for these resources in-
clude the manufacture of jewelry, furs, purses, buttons, drugs and the pursuit of pleasure. Fisheries
exist for species other than fin fish and shellfish, including such things as seaweeds, sponges, cor-
als, jelly fish, frogs and turtles. Fisheries supply industries and provide occupations and recreation.
In all, people are major predators upon fishes, shellfishes and other aquatic organisms, and have
been for many thousands of years. There is little reason to think of fisheries as “unnatural” sources
of loss to living aquatic resources. Predation, whether by humans or not, is a rule in aquatic ecosys-
tems rather than an exception. The sustaining principle in fisheries is that organisms are generally
able to reproduce enough to repopulate following heavy losses, whether those losses are due to pre-
dation, environmental extremes, or other causes.

Humans can be extremely effective predators, however, and we now have the capability to harvest
stocks beyond their abilities to recover. We also realize that, and we can adjust our predatory im-
pacts over the short term in order to maximize them over the long term. This idea, sacrificing the
short—term gain to assure greater success over the long term, brings forth a host of conflicts among
participants in a fishery. Most of these conflicts are unique to human predators.

The scale and degree of capitalization of fisheries varies considerably from heavily capitalized,
“high—tech” off shore operations where much of the product is processed at sea and sold throughout
the world, to “low—tech” near shore operations, often operating at subsistence levels and without the
benefit of refrigeration, commercial long distance transportation and product processing. Fisheries
of the latter type are common in developing countries that have fishery resources but lack a sophis-
ticated economic infrastructure. Such fisheries are called artisanal fisheries. Finally, we have the
practice of fishing for pleasure. This spectrum of possibilities offers a great challenge to fishery sci-
entists owing to the wide range of separate, often conflicting uses of fishery resources.
