AQUICKHISTORYOFVETERINARY MEDICINE
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The practice of treating and caring for animals has roots from the earliest historical times. People
fromSaudi Arabia, Egypt, Iran, Turkey and Iraq were the first who started to take interest in the field
of veterinary medicine in 9000 BC. Shepherds had a crude understanding of medical skills which were
used to treat their dogs and other animals.

From 4000 to 3000 BC, Egyptians used herbs to treat and promote good health in domesticated ani-
mals. Egyptians were familiar with the anatomy of animals, could recognize early signs of certain dis-
eases in dogs, birds, fish and cattle, and used specific treatments to deal with them. The Romans,
Greeks, Babylonians, and Hindus also practice danimal medicine.

Early attempts to regulate and organize the treatment of animals were mainly focused on horses be-
cause of their economic importance. During the Middle Ages, farriers combined their trade of horse-
shoeing with general horse doctoring. When the Lord Mayor of London learned about the poor care
othorses in 1356, he persuaded all farriers to form a fellowship to improve the way how they treated
horses. The fellow ship led to the creation in1674 of the Worshipful Company of Farriers.

The first veterinary school was founded in Lyon, France in 1761 by Claude Bourgelat, and that’s when
the profession of veterinary medicine officially began. The school focused on studying the anatomy
and diseases of sheep, horses and cattle in order to combat cattle deaths from a plague in France.
Cattleplagues were common throughout history, but attempts to learn how to fight microorganisms had
towait until the invention of the microscope. The first vaccinations for cattle were developed in 1712
andtheyeradicated aplaguein Europe.

Over the next ten years, veterinary schools were established in Germany, Sweden and Denmark. In
1791, the London Veterinary College was established and developed veterinary science at a profes-
sional level. The well-being and health of horses wastheir initial focus for years, because of

the use of horses in the Army. Eventually, they turned their attention to cattle and other livestock, and
finally added dogs andother animals.

Veterinary Science is also called veterinary medicine and includes the prevention, diagnosis,
andtreatment of the diseases of domestic animals and the management of other animal disorders. The
field also deals with those diseases that are inter communicating between animals and humans.

Persons who serve as doctors to animals have existed since early times, and veterinary practice
wasalready established as a specialty as early as 2000 BC in Babylonia and Egypt and the ancient
Greekshad "horse-doctors". The first veterinary schools in Europe were established in the mid-18th
century and since that time veterinary science has rapidly developeda long side with modern medicine.

Animal health is to ensure the efficient production of whole some animal products. Farm animals are
susceptible to various infectious diseases and may suffer from viruses and harmful bacteria, so
animalsshould be examined by veterinary surgeons regularly in order to notice disease symptoms in
time andtake the necessary preventive and control measures. Such common animal diseases as
mastitis, brucel-losis, swine fever, erysipelas, anthrax, and leptospirosis can quickly spread and cause
major lossesamongstockanimals, so theymust becontrolled or prevented byveterinarysurgeons.
Vaccination and immunization, sanitary measures, and the severe segregation, or quarantine, of
sickanimals should be used by farmers and veterinary surgeons to prevent the spread of infectious
diseasessuch as anthrax, bovine tuberculosis, brucellosis, canine distemper, and rabies. Sanitary
control of an-imal housing and proper pasture management are to eliminate any carriers of animal
infectious diseas-eswhich can be easily transmitted bywater and soil.

The government officials must be informed about the outbreak of a notifiable disease in order to pre-
vent the disease spread. If an animal has contract the infectious disease and cannot be cured, it
willhaveto be slaughtered.

Veterinary surgeons also treat parasitical infections, unsanitary conditions which may cause lower fer-
tility in livestock, and nutritional disorders and they often have to set broken limbs and neuter domes-
tic pets. Besides, veterinary scientists investigate the chronic infectious diseases associated with
highmorbidity rates and various metabolic disorders. The development of vaccine to control Marek's
dis-ease in chickens is an example of the economic effect of animal-disease research that
wasconductedbyveterinaryscientists.

A veterinary surgeon's training must include the study of the basic preclinical disciplines of
anatomy,histology, physiology, pharmacology, microbiology as well asbacteriology, virology,
parasitology,and pathology. The clinical subjects of study may be divided into internal medicine,
preventive medicine, surgery and clinicalpractice.

Internal medicine includes the diagnosis and treatment of diseases as they affect animals.
Preventivemedicine should consider the aspects of disease prevention and control, especially such
diseases thatcan be transmitted between animals and humans or diseases that may influence human
health. General-ly, several preventive techniques are available for the use in the prevention of disease
in an animalpopulation such as quarantine, immunisation, environmental control, various methods of
disease con-trol and eradication, early diagnosis of a disease. It has been proved that animal diseases
may be pre-vented to a great extent by ensuring proper hygienic and sanitary conditions on a farm,
which includethe maintenance of safe water supplies, air sanitation, pest control, the improvement of
animal housingetc. Surgery includes wound treatment, fracture repair, the excision of body parts, and
the use of suchtechniques asradiology, anesthesiology, obstetrics, treatment of lameness etc. In most
veterinaryschools, clinical practice enables students, especially future veterinary surgeons, to observe
and assistwith actual cases of disease or other conditions which require attention. In both medical and
surgicaltreatment,the same techniques aretobe used as inmedical practiceon humans.

In most countries of the world, professional veterinary surgeons must complete a special
educationalprogramme. According to this programme students are to study for four or six years at the
universityand only after such a course of study the degree of doctor of veterinary medicine is to be
awarded. More over, in many countries veterinary surgeons must obtainalicence to start their practice
from some duly constituted authority. Veterinary surgeons may specialize either in the care of small
animalssuch as pets and work in banian hospitals, while others may treat mainly livestock. A few
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veterinary surgeons may beemployed byzoos or circuses to examineand take care of wild animals.
There exist different international organisations such as the World Veterinary Association (WVA),
theWorld Veterinary Association for Small Domestic Animals (WSAVA), the European Veterinary
As-sociation for Small Domestic Animals (FECAVA), as well as national organisations, for example,
theAmerican Veterinary Medical Association (AVMA), The Russian Association of General
VeterinaryPractitioners and the British Small Animal Veterinary Association (BSAVA) etc. Their
purpose is toadvance Veterinary Science and Veterinary Medical Profession, to hold conferences or
seminars on veterinary problems.

THE DOMESTIC CAT
The domestic cat is a small, usually furry, domesticated, and carnivorous mammal. Cats are often val-
ued by humans for companionship, and their ability to hunt vermin and household pests. Cats are ani-
mals, with strong, flexible bodies, quick reflexes, sharp retractable claws, and teeth adapted to
killingsmall prey. Cats can hear sounds too faint or too high in frequency for human ears, such as those
madebymiceand othersmallanimals.
They can see in darkness. Like most other mammals, cats have poorer colour vision and a better
senseof smell than humans. Despite being solitary hunters, cats are a social species, and cat
communicationincludes the use of a variety of vocalizations (mewing, purring, hissing, growling)as
well as cat pher-omones, and types of cat-specific body language. Since cats were cult animals in
ancient Egypt, theywere commonly believed to have been domesticated there, but there may have been
instances of do-mestication as early as the Neolithic from around 9500 years ago (7500 BC). In
comparison to dogs,cats have not undergone major changes during the domestication process, as the
form and behavior ofthe domestic cat are not radically different from those of wildcats, and domestic
cats are perfectly ca-pable of surviving in the wild. This limited evolution during domestication means
that domestic catstend to interbreed freely with wild relatives. Cats are able to tolerate quite high
temperatures: humansgenerally start to feel uncomfortable when their skin temperature passes about 38
C, but cats show nodiscomfort until their skin reaches around 52 C, and can tolerate temperatures of up
to 56 C, if theyhaveaccess to water.

CLASSIFICATIONOFANIMAL DISEASES

1. Hereditary,Congenitaland AcquiredDisease:

In the broad sense, any disease transmitted from parents to offspring is called hereditary. A
congenitaldisease must be distinguished from a hereditary one.It is really a disease which is acquired
in uteroand it is appreciable at birth. An acquired disease is neither hereditary nor congenital and most
fre-quently develops after birth. help. For example Lake Baikal and its shores have been declared a
spe-cially protected zone of our country. There is a hope that one of the most beautiful and the
deepestlakesof theworld will never die.

2. GeneralandLocalDisease:

A general disease is one in which systematic disturbance receives a local change or is early
associatedwith it. Local disease is one in which local change is primary in some organ or part of the
body. It isimplied that the disease condition first involves a single organ or tissue, however, then it
may be veryextensiveand canaffect other organsand tissues, asin thecase with skinaffections.

3. Structuraland Functional Disease:

Structural disease is one in which there is appreciable alteration in some organ or part of the
body.Functional disease is one in which certain symptoms are shown without any appreciable change
in or-gansof thebodywhichcan beconnected with thesymptoms.

Some diseases are regarded as functional simply because no change can be found in any organ. Exam-
ples oftheseare— palpitation of theheart, spasmof diaphragm, epilepsyetc.

On the other hand, disease due to a specific cause
oftenattacks an individual animal but shows no tendency to spread to other animals. Suchdiseases
arecalledsporadicdiseases.

Pasteurellosis

Pasteurellae, gram-negative bacteria discovered by the known French scientist Louis Pasteur, occur
inmany animal diseases and although in some instances they act as primary causes, the number of
condi-tions in which they appear to play only a secondary role is gradually increasing. Thus a primary
viralpneumonia may be an insignificant disease until the intervention of a secondary pasteurellosis
convertsintoan outbreak of pneumoniaof major, economicimportance.

Pneumonic Pasteurellosis of Cattle. Veterinarians know pneumonic pasteurellosis to be the
commonform of the disease in cattle in Europe. The morbidity and mortality rates measure in young
beef
cattleapproximately17percentand7.5percentrespectively.Inadditiontodeathlosses,thereisseriouslossof
production in both beef and dairycattle.

When cattle are closely confined in damp barns, the disease may spread very quickly and affect a
highproportion of the herd within 48 hours, but in animals at pasture, the rate of spread may be much
slow-er.
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Pneumonic pasteurellosis is a respiratory infection characterized by bronchopneumonia,
whichmaybefibrinous,and pleuritis.

Clinical Findings. Pneumonic Pasteurellosis of cattle is characterized by a sudden onset of high
fever(104 to 106°F or 40 to 41°C), depression, anorexia and dyspnoea, with coughing and a slight
mucopu-rulent nasal discharge. Auscultation is used to reveal the presence of bronchopneumonia and
pleuritisespecially in the anterior and ventral parts of the lungs. If cases are seen in the early stages,
there isoften only a general increase in the vesicular murmur, but an increase in the rate and depth of
respira-tion will be observed. An ocular discharge and diarrhea may be present but these vary a great
deal be-tweenoutbreaks.

The course in the majority of animals is known to be variable, depending upon the degree of pulmo-
nary involvement, and deaths occur at any time up to 3 weeks after the onset of the disease. The dis-
easeresponds wellto treatment, andevenwithoutit someanimalsrecoverin3 to 7days.
PasteurellosisofSwine, Sheep and Goats.Pasteurellosiscauses heavy lossesinpigsand sheepinmost
parts of the world, both through deaths and depression of body weight gains. Morbidity and mor-
talityratesareconsideredtobeupto40percentandSpercentrespectivelyinbothspecies.Insheepat pasture, the
disease tends to spread slowly and the morbidity rate is lower that in feeder lambs andpigsmaintained
in small areas.

As in pneumonic pasteurellosis of cattle, transmission occurs probably by the inhalation or
ingestionofinfected material.

Inpigsan acutebronchopneumonia,accompaniedbyfever and

toxemia, causes a clinical syndrome similar to that of pneumonic pasteurellosis. There is marked ten-
dencyforthediseaseto becomechronicresultingin reducedweightgainsand frequentrelapses.
